The study

of the field of history will be out of their reach at that level if they cannot master the utterly necessary

concept of historiography. This book begins with the ancient Greeks and their historical

interpretations and ends with a description of new cultural history of the late 20th century. In

between those two periods it covers Roman, Christian, Medieval, Renaissance, Romantic, German,

British, French, and American historical concepts and movements as Breisach sought to explore

how the study of history evolved over time. He also pointed out how the study of history will continue

to change in the future in unknown ways because that is the nature of this field.
